@ Shiroi Koibito Park - Is a fantastic space based on the ideals of deliciousness, fun and stories of

sweets from a bygone era. In addition to housing the Shiroi Koibito Factory where this well-known
Hokkaido confectionery is produced, the park also has a cafe to allow visitors to try Ishiya’s original
sweets, the Cookiecraft Studio , a toy exhibition room and the Rose Garden. The place visitors see,
taste and experience here will make for truly “sweet” memories!

Mitsui Outlet Park — The largest outlet park in Hokkaido Tohoku Area with a wide range of popular
foreign and domestic brands available, including overseas luxury brands; ladies’, men's and kids'
fashions; sportswear & outdoor clothing; fashion accessories and household & interior goods.

Hokkaido Shrine - In 1869 the Meiji Emperor decided to enshrine three Shinto Deities:
Sukunahikona, Ookunitama and Ookuninushi. They became the three deities of Hokkaido. The
building for the shrine was built in 1871 and was called "Sapporo Shrine"

@ Otaru Canal - Rows of old warehouse built of stone stand along the canal. There is a stone-paved
promenade and the old fashioned gas lamps are lit and provide a romantic atmosphere.

Sakaimachi Street — Is an atiractive, preserved merchant street in central Otaru, and famous with
Kitaichi Glass and Music Box Museum.

Nikka Whiskey Factory - The Yoichi Distillery of Nikka Whisky Distilling’s Hokkaido Plant was first
established in 1934 by Masataka Taketsuru as Dai Nippon Kaju Co._, Ltd. Today the Yoichi Distillery
continues to produce whiskey with the traditional coal-fired method, which is rarely used any more in
the world.

NOBORIBETS

@ Bear Ranch — Around 100 Ezo brown bears in the park. When you feed with apple, the big brown
bears will stand up together and make “give me” poses, which are very popular among the visitors.

Mt. Showa-Shinzan - Literally means ‘Showa new mountain,” as it formed during the reign of
Emperor Hirohito, known as the Showa period.

Noboribetsu Date Jidaimura - A history theme park highlighting the Edo Period, one of the most
attractive era in Japanese history. Step back in time to enjoy traditional games, activities, theaters,
street performances and more. The charm of ancient Japan is abundant as you mingle with the Ninja
and Oiran courtesans so symbolic of the Edo Period.

@ Noboribetsu Jigokudani - Is a spectacular, appropriately named valley just above the town of
Noboribetsu Onsen, which displays hot steam vents, sulfurous streams and other volcanic activity.

@® Waterfall of Ginga & Meteor — “VWaterfall of Ginga” which runs down gracefully like thin delicate
white thread, and “Waterfall of meteor” runs down powerfully as one thick waterfall.

Ice Pavilion ~ Experience -41 °C zone - Here you can experience the coldest temperature
ever recorded in Japan, the -41°C that was reached in the bitterly cold winter of 1902. You can blow
bubbles here with soapy water and catch them again without them bursting due to the extreme cold.
You also can see the “Special Angel Pink Fish” and show you how to “Play Towel”.
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
